Unemployed

The Ramadi Job Fair was attended by approximately 1,000 unemployed individuddeseC¥,000 who
participated, there were 515 that took the survey about the Job Fair from the unemployed point of
view.

99%were menand the ageof all covered a good range. The largest group was of the 20 to 30 year old
bracket which mad for about 43% of the people. Under 20, 30 to 40 and over 40 years old each had
about 20% of the total in attendancéMost at the Job Fair (89)had averagdevel educationfor Iragis

with a high school level education. If those interviewdid not have a high school education, they
always had either a college or technical school level of completion.

55% said they had been unemployed for over 2 years which may be a reason why quroaatiye in
talkingto many empoyers. 98% said they talked to at least 4 employers and 42% were able to speak
with 10 or more about employment.

Some positive results were seen from the Job Fair as over 25% said they received a job at the event.
Gomingto the Job Fair, 9 out of 10ltehey would likely get a job for going to put on display their skills
and experience and 95% said they woliltd to participate in another job fair which is good news
anywhere in Iraqg since the Job Fairs are a new idea to all.
